NVFFA COACHES RESPONSIBILTY FORM

Waiver Forms—Player names should be typed not hand printed on the waiver form.  Each player at the field should sign the form on game day.  Forms that are not submitted accordingly will result in a $2.00 fine for each occurrence after week #3.

Note: Teams that do not have a waiver form must purchase one from the head referee at a cost of $3.00 per form.   

Equipment—Coaches are responsible for having their players wear contrasting colored shorts/pants and flag belts.  Jerseys must be tucked, tied, or taped at least 4” above the flag belt.  All teams must have matching and numbered jerseys by game #4.  Shorts with pockets are illegal.
Fighting—Should a fight develop, a coach is expected to:

1) Secure your sideline to avoid an all-out brawl.

2) Remove your involved player(s) from the field and insure that they drive out of the park.

3) Supply the name(s) of those involved to the head official.

Failure to act as prescribed will result in your removal as coach.  Fighting among teammates will result in a suspension.

Bench Clearing—If your sideline empties out onto the field, the game can be ended and one or both teams will forfeit the game.

Twice in one season results in team expulsion.

Pets—Pets are not allowed at field sites.

Parking—Teams should:

1) Never park on the grass at any field site.  

2) Should adhere to stop signs, speed limits, and handicapped parking designations.

Vehicles may be towed at the owner’s expense.  Players may be barred from game participation and expelled from the field sites.

Field Conditions—Coaches are responsible for having their players deposit trash in field garbage cans.

Fan Behavior—Coaches are responsible for the behavior of their fans.
